Offered from 11 a.m.-4 p.m., the price is $34 for
adults, $25 for seniors, $19 for youth (13-16), $15 for children (5-12) and complimentary
for children four and younger. Begin with a flute of Spiced Apple Champagne (included
in the price of the brunch) before sampling from a full buffet of breakfast favorites, lunch
items, a carving station and varied desserts. Traditional sides with a twist will include two
kinds of potatoes — Mascarpone Mashed Potatoes and Fried Sweet Potatoes with
Coconut Glaze. Live jazz will accompany the meal, and the adjoining Executive Lounge
area will be set up for viewing NFL games in between trips to the buffet line.
